cats are housed together, a veterinary 
surgeon should be consulted. Flea 
tapeworms can reinfect cats and begin 
producing segments 2-3 weeks after 
treatment. If segments reappear before 
the next DRONTAL treatment is due, 
either retreat with DRONTAL ALLWORMER 
FOR CATS or use DRONCIT® as an 
intermediate tapeworm-only treatment.

CONTROL OF REINFESTATION
Roundworm, Hookworm:
Hookworms are usually transmitted to 
kittens through the mother’s milk and it is 
difficult to prevent this transmission.

A good flea control 
programme will help control flea 
tapeworm.
